ingredients. I miss England all the time - the food,
the football, my friends and family...” he trails off. ‘I
live like a gypsy and my lifestyle is great because
to live this life at my age, without responsibility, is
pretty cool. But drifting has its downsides.

The past year has been a particularly nomadic
one as it was spent filming his latest movie, Jumper,
on location in Toronto, Rome, Mexico, LA and
Prague. The movie is an action flick about tele-
porting, centring on Davey (played by Star Wars’
Hayden Christensen), a young man who runs away

from home, only to discover he can run virtually
anywhere thanks to his newly discovered tele-
porting skills. It is only when he befriends rogue
teleporter or jumper’ Griffin (Bell) that the truth
about his existence is discovered, although in-
evitably he has to do battle with an organisation
intent on annihilating jumpers, led by Samuel L
Jackson. It is directed by Doug Liman (Mr & Mrs
Smith), ‘and is kind of like The Bourne Identity
meets The Matrix, says Bell. ‘For a big studio
movie, I was given incredible freedom. I said I

wanted Griffin to come from northeast England
and speak like me, so they let me. It meant I could
say things to Samuel L Jackson that I wouldn’t have
been able to get away with otherwise, he chuckles.
‘Actually, he was very approachable and wrote me
a sweet note after the movie was finished saying I
reminded him of Tim Roth. That was a huge thrill”

Bell talks with equal sang-froid of ‘Eastwood’
(Clint) and ‘Daniel’ (Craig), with whom he has also
worked. He worked with Eastwood on his Oscar-
nominated film, Flags of Our Fathers, and with
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
