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@ Travel with shoes and bags in
dust bags: accessories are key and
need looking after.

® When I travel with my
daughter, I use a large tote such as
Jimmy Choo’s Dessy.

® Keep swimwear in individual
zipped bags.

@ Take as little as possible
in-flight. I have an iPod to shut
out background noise when I'm
trying to sleep, a good thriller
and Elizabeth Arden Eight Hour
Cream (your skin becomes
dehydrated when you're flying).
® Dress in layers. You will
either be too hot or too cold

on a plane, so take a cashmere
scarf or blanket with you.
